4. Specific Technical Conditions
4.1 Competition
A) INDIVIDUAL COMPETITORS (Art.821-1)

Each nation may enter an unlimited number of individual competitors.

Competitors having passed the final veterinary control will be placed in the order they cross the finishing line

The disqualification, the withdrawal or elimination from one of the phases of the competition entails disqualification, withdrawal or elimination from the

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B) TIME LIMIT (Art. 800-4, 808)

The competition will be against the clock, where the best time classifies and there will be no penalties except for those fairly determined during the competition by the Ground Jury.

C) STARTING METHOD  (Art. 806)

C.1 TYPE OF TERRAIN & ALTITUDE DIFFERENTIALS (Art.801)

The trail consists mostly of dirt roads through the mountains. Footing for the horses will generally be good. Some parts occasionally with stones. Passages through water. Altitude differentials: In between 1.200 meters and 1.450 meters Average temperature 12º C- 18º C. Average humidity 65%

D) MARKING OF THE TRACK  (Art. 802)

The track will be marked with spray and ribbon of various colours, according to the phase. A distance marker will be provided every 3 km. A map will be provided for the crew to the pit-stops. Natural water available everywhere along the trail.

4.3 Pulse Rate (Art.831.3.1)

At the final and Vet-gate arrival the horses must be presented for their inspection within 30 min. of crossing the line.

At each vet-check the pulse rate must not exceed 64 bpm per minute within 30-min recovery, however the veterinary commission may lower the pulse rate under special circumstances informing the participants and chefs d’équipe in advance.
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4.4 Minimum weight required 75 Kg  (Art.820)

Weighing method, weighing scale.

Prior to the ride the rider will be weighed in lightest clothes, including protective headgear, complete saddle and saddle-pads to be used during the ride, empty water canteens but excluding bridle other track or protective leg gear. If extra weights are required, the rider must provide these to the Delegate Judge at the Weigh- in. Rider will be weighed  at random and at the end of the event.

In exceptional circumstances together with the approval of the team Chiefs and Ground Jury the Organising Committee reserves the right to modify the schedule in order to clarify any matters arising from an omission or due to unforeseen circumstances. Any such changes must be notified to all competitors and officials as soon as possible and they must be reported to the Secretary General of the FEI by a Foreign Judge.

VETERINARY ASPECTS “A”

Veterinary Regulations (8th. , Edition) effective 1st January 1998)

THE FOLLOWING TEXT MUST BE PUBLISHED VERBATIM IN ALL SCHEDULES:

Veterinary examinations, inspections and passport controls

These will be carried out in accordance with Vet. Reg. Art. 1011, Rules for Endurance Riding Events Art. 831
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General Regulations 20th Edition, revised 1st January 2000 will apply

Art. 139.1 

Every horses entered for any competition at CENs, CEIs, Cat.B, CSI as indicated in Appendix F in a foreign country, and all horses entered for CEIs Cat.A, CMEIs, CEIOs, CMEIOs, Championships Regional and Olympic Games, whether at home or in foreign countries, must have an official FEI Passport, or a National Passport approved by the FEI, as a means of identification and to establish ownership.

Art.139.2  

Horses taking part in CENs, CEIs Cat.A/B as indicated in Appendix B in their own country are not required to have a FEI passport as is mentioned in paragraph 1. All such horses must be properly registered and unless there is no National requirement for equine influenza vaccination in the host country and in their country of origin, all horses must have a valid vaccination certificate.

EQUINE INFLUENZA VACCINATION Vet. Regs. Annex VI  
All horses or ponies for which a FEI Passport or a National Passport approved by the FEI has been issued must have the vaccination endorsed by a Veterinarian who is not the owner of the animal, stating it has received Two injections for primary vaccination against equine influenza given no less than 21 days and no more than 92 days apart. In addition, a booster injection must be recorded as having been given within each succeeding 12 months subsequent to the second injection of the primary vaccination. Prior to 1st January the interval between booster injection must be no more than 14 months. None of these injections must have been given within preceding 7 days including the day of the competition or of entry into the competition stables.
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The above are the minimum requirements for influenza vaccination. Both primary and first and subsequent booster injections should be given according to the manufacture’s instructions, which will fall within the stipulation of the FEI ruling.

In many cases booster injections are recommended by the manufactures at interval’s more frequent than 12 months.

SAMPLING FOR PROHIBITED SUBSTANCES, Vet.Regs.V, VI and Annex III 

Special guidelines are applicable for event covered by the FEI medication Control Program (Group I and II only). All other international events horses are subject to sampling for prohibited substances. Such sampling is Compulsory in CEIOs, CMEIOs, Championships and Games and is recommended for other CEIs, Cat. A, CMEIs and CEIs Cat. B.

 Stable security/stewarding in International events

Minimum requirements to ensure the implementation of Vet. Reg. Art1005.2.5

1. Access to the stable area

Stables must be completely closed within a properly restricted perimeter (stable area), that will serve to stop the entry of non-authorised personnel and for the exit of horses. This area must be big enough to allow the evacuation of the horses in case there is an emergency but still let them stay in the perimeter.

As long as is possible the stable area must have stables only, vans, trailers,  etc. should not be allowed within this area except specifically needed for 

the accommodation of the horses and/or grooms.

Access to the stables should be allowed only for those persons indicated in  

Vet. Reg.  Art. 1005.2.5. the official that gives authorisation to enter must

be a responsible person, important in the Organising Committee.
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2. Control to the access

A control system must be introduced in all the entrances so that there is an efficient and trustworthy method to identify those who enter and exit from the stable at any moment.

A surveillance system must be introduced in order to state the identity of the persons and the reasons for them to enter the stable during the night.

3. Stewarding of stable area

At least one stable steward, directly responsible to the Chief steward, must be present or available close to the stable area 24 hours a day and throughout the duration of the event. He can have assistants if he requires so. The steward/assistants must regularly patrol the stable area, without having a determined schedule, in order to discourage any kind of illegal practices or abuse of horses. Any problem must be immediately informed to the stable steward, who, in turn must inform the Chief Steward.

The duty of every steward is to ensure the welfare of the horse and prevent any kind of illegal practices.












          Grooms 

Only properly identified grooms may enter the stables in order to assist their 

horses.

The same runs for competitors, trainers and owners, there will be no allowance to enter any person who is not properly identified or authorised by the Organising Committee.

The person responsible must ensure that his groom, or any other person authorised to have access to his horses, is familiarised with the security and stewarding procedures in the event.
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4. Movement throughout event grounds
 Movement of horses between stables, practice arenas, principal arena and

 grazing areas must be strictly controlled.

5. Grazing area

It is advised to provide an exercise area for all the outdoor events, and this must be subject to a casual control. If it’s possible, horses must be walked and exercised in this area,

The Foreign Judge/Technical Delegate will be specifically asked to control that all the relevant requirements are observed, depending on the discipline and to clearly notice any problem that could be considered in the future for a change of category of the event
                                   WELFARE OF THE HORSE 

During the 1990 World Equestrian Games in Stockholm, the FEI discussed the issuing of the Code of Conduct for all people involved in the welfare of competing horses.

Consequently in November 1990, the Ethics Review Committee of the FEI passed a first draw. The Ethics Review Committee was formed by the FEI in early 1989 with the purpose of ensuring the health and welfare of horses participating under FEI rules and Regulations and protecting the good image of the equestrian sport.

Among the members are three active competitors in the three Olympic Disciplines.

At it’s meeting in February 1991, the Veterinary Committee of the FEI adopted the Code of Conduct, as drafted by the Ethics Review Committee, and in March 1991, both the Bureau and the General Assembly of the FEI, meeting in Tokyo, put it into effect. The Code has consequently been further updated by the Ethics Review Committee and approved by the Bureau. To achieve the widest possible publicity it must be included in the Programmes of all major international events.
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                      CODE OF CONDUCT 
1.   In all the equestrian sport the horse must be considered paramount.

2.  The well being of the horse shall be above the demands of breeders, trainers,

       riders, dealers, organisers, sponsors and officials.

3.    All handling and veterinary treatment must ensure the health and the   

      welfare of the horse.

4.   The highest standards of nutrition, health, sanitation and safety shall be   

      encouraged and maintained at all the times.

5.   Adequate provision must be made for ventilation, feeding, watering and 

      maintaining a healthy environment during transportation.

6.   Emphasis should be placed on increasing education in training and

      equestrian practices and on promoting scientific studies in equine health.

7. In the interest of the horse, the fitness and competence of the rider shall be 

Regarded as essential.

8. All riding and training methods must take account of the horse as a living 

Entity and must not include any technique considered by the FEI to be abusive.

9. National Federations should establish adequate controls in order that all the persons and bodies under their jurisdiction respect the welfare of the horse.

10. The National and International Rules and regulations in equestrian sport 

      regarding the health and welfare of the horse must be adhered to, not only

      during national and international events, but also in training. 

      Competition Rules and Regulations shall be continually reviewed to

       ensure such welfare.
